They do not answer complaints outside of the Village Gates. The animals at the shelter are ones either rescued, lost, abandoned, due to the owner’s health problems or the death of their owner.  In 2004 over 283 animals were adopted.

      All the animals available for adoption have been checked by a veterinarian, spayed or neutered, and, depending on age, given all the possible shots, including Rabies.  It is a State of Arkansas law that all pets have a Rabies shot every year.
